Enclosed is our 2009 Directory form.  Please provide your $100 annual membership dues and complete this form (don’t forget your e-mail address).  Forward both your check and form to Claudia Anderson by May 15th.  Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

1. Our Board is making revisions to our By-Laws.  The purpose of these revisions is to minimize ambiguity in our current By-Laws and further improve this document.   I plan to e-mail a copy to you as soon as our revisions are complete and prior to our June meeting.  If ready, we will discuss these revisions at our June meeting and ask that you support these changes by voting to approve them.  Our current By-Laws are on our website, greenhillacres.net.

2. The “final” membership dues for 2008 are as follows:  96 paid (includes 26 members who pre-paid 2008-2012); 25 non-paid; and, 4 partial paid.   I still encourage all those who are in arrears between 2005-2008 make their membership dues payments up-to-date.   It is only fair and proper that we all pay our annual membership dues in these difficult economic times.  

3. Our website has been up-and-running since October ’08.  We have paid our for our web address through 2016 at an annual rate of $11.85/yr.
