The meeting was called to order at 10:10 with a pledge of allegiance, and a moment of silent prayer.

Membership was asked to stand when they spoke to the group so that everyone would be able to hear what was being said.

Minutes were approved as written.

Treasurer’s report:

Jon Anderson submitted his treasurer’s report and the anticipated budget for the coming year. We now have a balance in our checking account that exceeds $23,000.

As in the past we have made $50 donations to both the South Kingstown police department, and the Tuckertown Fire district.

Membership Report:

Mary Cummings, membership chairwoman, gave her report for the year to date.  We now have 84 paid members, which includes those who have prepaid until 2012. 40 families in the area have not as yet paid. There have been two partial payments.  We are slightly behind last years membership which totaled 96 households.

Roads Committee: 

Ernie Cummings spoke of the roads in some detail.  The arborist for the town accompanied Ernie around the area and determined that the overgrowth is within acceptable limits.  

The arborist, Bill Wallace, said that ideally the roadways would be cleared back about two feet, not the eight feet that actually encompasses the road bed.

Ernie and some other men will be clipping back the overgrowth around the signs before the winter sets in.

Old Business:

Kayak stand:  Some of our membership expressed an interest in acquiring a boat rack that would permanently stand at the boat launch area, on the other side of the iron gate. With that in mind, Ernie Cummings presented pictures of other such racks from a Charlestown development.  He and Jon Anderson, took pictures and made a stab at costing up materials should the membership want to pursue placing a rack on our common area down by the water.  Costs would be under $300 for materials. Labor will be provided by some of number.

Jon Anderson and Ernie Cummings have purchased three rocking benches that have been placed around our area.  They are each on wooden platforms and will be bolted down.  They are a wonderful addition to the Green Hill Association.

A new committee has been formed to deal with the by-laws.  They will prepare a document for review by the entire membership by April, 2011. It will encompass a number of changes, in the hope that all of the concerns of the membership will be addressed.  A final vote will then be taken sometime after the first general meeting of next year.

New  Business:

One of our members has concerns about the speed bumps.  Although the bumps are thought to slow the traffic, in the interest of compromise, it was decided that the bumps will be removed after Labor Day, and will not return until Memorial Day, next year. Storage of the bumps is not a problem. 

Annual picnic will be on August 22, with a rain date of August 30.

The group was asked to offer any suggestions on activities that might be of interest to the  entire organization.  A garage sale, a T shirt sale, or anything else that might stir up interest.  Marlene Connor has once again offered to head up the spring clean up.

The meeting dates for next year have been set, and approved by the Reverend Rollins at the Baptist church in Charlestown.

They are: June 25,  July 23, August 20.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:30.
