July 11, 2009

General Meeting

The meeting was called to order by our President, Tom Masotto at 10:00.

It was clarified that there can be no food or drink brought into the Baptist church.

June 2009 Minutes were accepted with one change.  The phrase, “and a change in landscaping that this neighbor completed” was deleted at the request of one of our members.  This in reference to an accumulation of water on Mallard 

Road South.

Treasurer’s report was presented and approved.

The by-laws are being reviewed and updated. They will not be ready to be voted on by the August meeting. The final draft will be e-mailed and put on the website, anticipating a vote of the membership sometime in 2010.

The election of the new slate of officers will be done at the August meeting.

Al Perasso has been nominated for the Vice Presidency.  The treasurer, and secretary have agreed to another two-year term.  The presidency nominee has not been determined as of the meeting.

Road scarifying was done and we thanked the town scarifiers for the exceptional job that they did.  They are mandated by the town to scarify once a year.  Any member who has problems with the roads is urged to call Paul Ferrandi, the South Kingstown Highway Superintendent.  The board has determined that the dirt road patch work volunteers have done in the past has been far from permanent, and we will only be able to make materials available to fill pot holes, but can not offer the labor needed.

Membership:

Claudia Anderson reported that to date, we have 54 paid members, one partial payment.

There are more than 25 non-payers.  The sum of non-paying members since 2005 is $12,500.  This deficiency places a financial burden on our community.  It limits what we can accomplish as a community.

Safety:
The issue of safety in our development has been addressed with:

1.  Stop signs

2.  Speed bumps

3.  Doggie waste pick-up bags

4.  Individual requests to slow down

5.  10 mile an hour signs posted throughout the development

Speeding has not abated.  You are endangering others if you speed or do not stop at our stop signs.  

The Police Department has been contacted and has offered to patrol the area more frequently.  It is hoped that their visibility will have an impact that all other efforts have not.  The Police have explained that they can enforce the stop signs and speed limit signs and that ticketing will result.  Our goal is safety, not ticketing.  (Since our July 11th meeting, we have met with our Police Department and have invited a police officer to be at our August meeting.  At that time, we will get clarification on our Stop Sign and Speed Limit guidelines.  As always, please obey our stop signs and 10 MPH speed limit at all times.  We MUST ensure the safety of our families, friends and visitors).

We plan to replace the 15 mph stop signs with 10 mph stop signs.

Some of the signs are not readily visible because of overgrowth.  We will look into that and it will be corrected.

Fire Chief Perry has offered to have a deputy come to the area and check the roads and intersections with improving safety in mind.  He will then offer recommendations to the association.

Stop signs might be available from the town at no cost. We will be placing stop signs at Mallard South where it meets Twin Peninsula.

The water company removed the sign at the boat launch area when they were working in that area.  It has not been put back. Volunteers will look into that.

The intersection of Wild Goose and Twin Peninsula continues to have a water problem.  The road needs repair so that the integrity of the blacktop and apron at that intersection will not heave with winter water build up.  We are looking into putting in a drain that will cause the water to run off properly.

There is also a concern with tree and bush overgrowth throughout our neighborhood that will need attention. Volunteers will be enlisted for a fall cutting.

The last meeting of the season will be on August 15.  Historically that same afternoon is when we have our annual get-together.  This year, with a vote from the membership, that gala will be held Saturday, August 22, at 4:00.

The picnic will be on Brant Rd. North.  Reminders about this will be made at the August meeting.
